
 Michelham Priory & Eastbourne with included lunch

The coach will leave Bedfont Football & Social Club, Hatton Road, TW14 9QT at 

9.00 to head for Michelham Priory where there is an on-site café for 

refreshments (at own cost) and we have included tickets to explore house and 

gardens.  

Founded by Augustinian canons in 1229, Michelham Priory has a rich history 

spanning over eight hundred years and has lovely grounds and buildings to 

explore including the Elizabethan Great Barn and medieval gatehouse and 

England’s longest medieval water filled moat. The gardens, ground floor of the 

house, cafe, barn and courtyard area are all accessible and visitors can explore 

hands-on historical displays offering a glimpse into different periods of it’s rich 

history. 

From Michelham we will head to Normans Bay for an included 3 course lunch at 

The Star Inn, see menu overleaf (order on the day). 

After lunch we take a short drive to Eastbourne, a lovely traditional seaside 

resort, reputedly the sunniest in the country, with a pier and bandstand to 

discover and excellent shopping. Enjoy a leisurely afternoon with time to stroll 

along the seafront & visit the pier or take the Dotto mini train that runs along 

the seafront stopping at lots of interesting spots along the way (it’s £3 for a 

single ride or a hop on hop off ticket is £5.50). 

We aim to be back at Bedfont around 6.30 pm.
